Would Your Dog Threaten You? 
 

 

 

Dogs who guard their food (or other resources such as bones and 
toys and even people) are a danger to anyone coming  near.  
Although it is NORMAL dog behavior (and often manif ested by 
stiffening, staring, growling or snapping), we must  teach our dogs 
not to do it.  If your dog guards her food from you , rest assured she 
does not see you as her leader . 
 

With some work, you can change your relationship wi th her and 
extinguish this dangerous behavior.  You should alw ays be able to 
take anything away from your dog, even if it’s food, and even if it’s 
already in her mouth . 
 

Prevention is ALWAYS better than correction. 
 

To PREVENT food guarding, there is some simple stuf f you can do 
with your puppy so this dangerous behavior never st arts.  I’ll explain 
in a second. 
 

With an older dog who is already guarding her food,  it’s tougher but 
doable and I’ll discuss that too. 
 

When your puppy arrives, teach her that there is a benefit in having 
you near her food.  Place her food on the floor, an d teach her to wait 
until you tell her it’s ok to eat.  While she’s eat ing, tell her to “Leave  

it” and pick up the bowl and place something specia l (a piece of meat or cheese) in it, then let her c ontinue eating.  Keep 
your hands on the bowl while she eats.  Feed some o f it to her by hand.  Pet her while she eats.  Occa sionally remove 
food from her mouth.  Do this once in a while throu ghout her life to maintain her comfort level. 
 

With an older dog who is guarding her food, you hav e your work cut out for you.  DO NOT practice these  exercises as 
you are risking a bite.  DO NOT use any type of for ce trying to get her to allow you near her food.  F orcing the issue can 
get you bitten and will only further damage your re lationship with her.  In addition, teaching her thr ough force will not 
change her motivation or ‘heal’ her distress.  It c an only make her more aggressive, or it may cause h er to suppress her 
aggression and surprise you with it later. 
 

You really should seek professional help.  Choose a  trainer (like ME!) who uses positive, motivational  methods (never 
choose a force/punishment trainer) to work on your dog’s food bowl issues.  She probably needs you to be firmer with 
her in all aspects of your relationship.  If she’s “top dog” in your pack, that needs to change! 
 

Over time, she should get comfortable with you near  her food, and some day you should even be able to remove food for 
her mouth.

Dogs and Wildlife

No matter where you live, you will encounter some f orm of wildlife. If 
you love to hike in the mountains, you will certain ly encounter 
wildlife. Whether you live in the city, the suburbs  or a more rural 
area, wildlife can be found just about anywhere. So me of that 
wildlife is not dangerous, others certainly are. Wh atever area you 
are in (whether living or visiting) you should have  some idea of the 
wildlife you might encounter. 
 

When it comes to our dogs and wildlife, they quite often are very 
interested in it. Sometimes too much so. One of our  biggest 
distractions with our dogs is wildlife. At our home , our most 
common wildlife are rabbits, deer, birds, mice, vol es and snakes. 
But there are others in the area that are less comm on. Coyotes, 
bobcats, bears, and mountain lions have all been sp otted in our 
surrounding area. We have also spotted squirrels an d prairie dogs 
on occasion. Some of these animals pose a far great er danger than 
others. Though even some we think of as less danger ous can pose 
their own sort of dangers. 
 

Rabbits, squirrels, mice and prairie dogs, for exam ple, seem rather 
benign at first glance.  But chasing one of these i nto a road can 

cause a dog to get hit by a car. Catching one of th em could expose you r dog to a variety of potential diseases. While 
fleas are less common in Colorado than other areas of the country, exposure to them is a risk as well.  Deer typically run 
if chased, but what if your dog gets too close and gets kicked? What if your dog chases and you can't stop him? How far 
will your dog pursue? 
 

Your dog might be large enough to handle one coyote , but what if he chases that one coyote back to the  pack of 
coyotes? And in case you are unaware, coyotes have taken down large dogs – not just toy breeds. 
 

While I was out of town, my husband was walking our  dogs around our property. As per usual, our dogs w ere off leash. 
Romeo spotted something and took off after it. My h usband at first assumed it was a rabbit, which is c ommon and not 
something we are concerned about being a big risk f or our dogs. However, when whatever was being chase d climbed a 
tree, it was obvious quickly that this was no bunny  rabbit! He realized quickly that Romeo had treed a  bobcat. While the 
bobcat was smaller than Romeo, that's not a close e ncounter we want to place any bets on. We were fort unate the 
bobcat chose to avoid conflict and stayed in the tr ee while my husband collected our dogs and took the m indoors. We 
have not seen the bobcat since then, but we are kee ping an eye out. 
 

What's the best thing you can do if you encounter w ildlife regularly? Work hard to develop good solid leash manners 
and/or good solid off-leash skills. A strong recall  (come) is essential. A strong Leave It is helpful,  or some other way to 
redirect your dog. For example, when it comes to th e deer, a solid This Way (change of direction, and move away) with 
Zuzu is very helpful.
