2. Have you received your vet records?

When you receive your email with these two questions, PLEASE respond. We are missing many.

It is most important as the responses are not only required but also must be kept in a log that the
State might check in the future. Thanks for doing this for us! It is required and we must comply.

And while we're at it, when you adopt a dog from us we rarely get the requested Happy Beginning
story. We expect that people are thrilled to have their new companions and want to share the news,
sort of like a baby announcement. By sharing your story with the new dog (including trials and
tribulations and how you overcame them), you are rewarding people who work so hard to find the right
home for each dog we take in. You are also telling others how rewarding the process can be and can be
an encouragement to others who might feel that adopting a rescue dog can be troublesome or require
lots of changes or adaptations, etc. And, you are letting others who watch our site know what
happened to the dogs they've seen posted.

Many stuf  fing
recipes call for the addition of sage and other her bs
which often contain essential oils and resins that can
cause upset stomachs and possibly depression of the central nervous system. Cats are
' particularly sensitive to the effects of these oils
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And of course, if you are going to be hosting alar  ge dinner or party that is
uncharacteristic for your house, there are a couple things to keep in mind. Make sure that
ALL guests are told NOT to feed scraps to your dog. And, please make sure that your dog
has a safe place to escape all the hectic commotion . A room that isn’t full of people, that
is not really used, with a radio playing in the bac  kground will be something your dog will
be very thankful for and will ensure that she can e  njoy the holiday as well.

Four of my five Dalmatians have bee  n deaf and it has
been the most rewarding experience to me. They mak e wonderful pets... just as much as my dogs that have been
hearing. They may be deaf, but they seem to be mor e in tune to you and the world around them... other senses
heightened. Tibby and my other girls were so incre  dibly intelligent... they learned to read your facial expressions and
learned to communicate using sign language. Simple commands like sit, eat, no, potty and others. It was just as easy to
train them as a hearing dog. Yes, there is a small learning curve having a deaf dog... much of it is common sense... all
of it educational to those who have never encounter  ed the joy and love a deaf dog can bring. People a re FASCINATED
when you tell them your dog is deaf and you show th em how you communicate with them using sign languag e. ltisan
easy way to teach them that deaf dogs make wonderfu | pets. That being said, is owning a deaf dog for everyone? | say
no. They are only meant for responsible people wit h compassionate hearts, patience and understanding... but the
rewards and payoff are priceless. Owning any dogi s a lifelong commitment and responsibility... but that increases only
slightly when it involves having a deaf or hearing impaired dog. As | mentioned... the learning curve is slight. A fenced
yard that is locked is obviously a necessity. Maki ng sure that they are tagged and chipped, not allow  ing them to run off
a leash outside of a fenced yard is only common sen  se... as you are unable to call them back. Although the re are many

tools out there to help you such as collars with GP S or one that vibrates to get their attention... it goes back to being
responsible... deaf or hearing dog. Part of that responsibility includes making sure they are spay/neutered. Commo n
sense with any dog is to not startle them when they are sleeping... but if you need to get their attention... making your
presence known by a gentle touch or causing vibrati ons on the floor or shaking the bed to let them fee | your presence is
necessary. You learn to read and understand your do g, and they you as the bond, love and trust grows. Life with my
deaf girls has always been a joy and so rewarding... | wouldn't trade it. Like | said, it may not be f  or everyone, but for

those who will open their hearts and broaden their horizons, it's priceless.
| hope this helps... thanks for allowing me the opportunity to be her v oice and the voice of all deaf Dals.

Pee Now Please!
Doqgs Can Be Taught To Potty On Command

People who show and compete with their dogs know th is. If you enter a competition... you pay entry fees, you buy gas
to travel out of town, you often stay one or two ni ghts in a motel, you eat in restaurants... it gets ex  pensive. So the LAST
thing you want, after the expense and often waiting hours for your few minutes in front of the judge, is for your dog to
relieve him- or herself in the ring. Because it can be distracting to the other canine competitors, po ttying in the ring is an
absolute NO-NO and will get you a big fat ZERO.

When | was competing in obedience and agility with Dancer, | always made sure she pottied before we we  re called into
the ring. Even if she didn’t “need” to go, she woul d at least TRY. She would literally squat.... Eventh  ough nothing came
out.

o
.
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Jetta and | lived in an apartment most of the time I had her, so she didn't have free access to a yard like my girls before

her did. If she needed to go, then she would do so quickly when 1 told he r to (usually within about 10-20 seconds and
almost never longer than 30 seconds), which was imp  ortant because | dreaded standing outside at midnig ht in the rain. |
wanted her to get busy, get done, and get back insi  de.

If she didn't NEED to go, I'd tell her to try. Most  of the time she’d squat. Nothing came out but she tried. Sometimes she'd
just sit and look at me and | would know she didn't need to go and that was ok too.

Boy-dogs will also go on command, of course, and al though | don't know from personal experience, | hav e been told
they will also try, even if they don't NEED to... by hiking their legs, even if they produce nothing.

It's a handy thing when you are making a quick stop while traveling or in a hurry to get off to work.

Most dogs know what "Go Potty" (or something equal to that) means. Now start using it as a command and expect the
behavior like you would a SIT or a DOWN. Be generou s with praise and while teaching, use lots of treat  s.

WARNING:

Dogs coming to CO from the deep south (mainly TX and LA), should have heart worm tests redone 6
months later. It could take six months for a dog to show that it is heart worm positive. The dog might be
tested negative initially but turn out to be positive later. If you have adopted a dog from us from TX or LA,
please recheck them.

The south is also a haven for parasites and though we do fecals and treat for parasites, it is also possible
that some parasites continue to live. It is wise to redo a fecal 30 days from the first test to be sure if the dog
