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Dog Food Labels…

Ever heard the expression… "Where's the beef?"

In case you haven't… These now famous words came from a legendary Wendy's TV commercial that aired back in the mid 1980s.
As the commercial opens we find 3 older ladies staring down at a GIGANTIC hamburger bun. A bun containing only a teeny-tiny
hamburger.  And one of the ladies is angrily complaining "Where's the beef?"

Now, I know what you're thinking.  What's this got to do with dog food?  Unfortunately a lot more than you think.  That's because
many dog foods contain a LOT LESS MEAT than their packaging and advertising want you to believe. And if you're like most dog
parents you probably already know that.

But… what you may NOT know is the words used to NAME every pet food are regulated by federal law. Which is why I want to
warn you about a little-known FDA labeling regulation known as "The With Rule". Understanding the "With Rule" can help you avoid
buying an inferior, meat-deficient dog food.

To illustrate how this rule works, take a look at the following dog food names:
● Beef Dog Food
● Dog Food with Beef

They look pretty much the same. Don't they? But trust me. They're not. They're WAY different. That's because by law a recipe
that's called “Beef Dog Food” must contain at least 95% beef. But a recipe that places the word "with" in front of the main ingredient
in its name like "Dog Food with Beef" is subject to a special naming regulation known as "The With Rule". A rule that allows the
beef ingredient to make up just 3% of the food's total pre-cooking weight.

Bottom line… The product called "Beef Dog Food" contains a whopping 30 times more beef than the one named "Dog Food with
Beef".  And if that's not shocking enough, wait until you hear about "The Flavor Rule".

The Flavor Rule allows a recipe to include the words fish, lamb, chicken… or just about any other protein in its name even if there's
only a trace of that ingredient in the food. And it's all completely legal. As long as the word “flavor” is included in the name of the
food.

So what are the chances "Prime Rib Flavor Dog Food" actually contains ANY prime beef?  Probably zero.  Crazy, huh?

So, the next time you're shopping for dog food don't forget to watch out for the words "with" or "flavor" included in the name of the
recipe, or in the marketing. Because they can help reveal a LOT about what's inside the package. And that way you won't be
wondering Where's the beef?

Spring has sprung, and with the change of season, our thoughts turn to Easter celebrations, spring cleaning and much-needed
home improvement projects. Before you embark on seasonal chores or outdoor revelry, take inventory of potential springtime
hazards for your furry friends.

*If you suspect your pet may have come in contact with or ingested a potentially poisonous substance, contact your local
veterinarian or the ASPCA Animal Poison Control Center immediately at (888) 426-4435.

Easter Treats and Decorations
Keep lilies and candy in check—chocolate goodies are toxic to cats and dogs, and all true lilies can be fatal if ingested by cats. And
be mindful, kitties love to nibble on colorful plastic grass, which can lead to an obstructed digestive tract, severe vomiting and
dehydration. Moreover, while live bunnies, chicks and other festive animals are adorable, resist the urge to buy them—these cute
babies grow up fast and often require specialized care!

Screen Yourself
Many pet parents welcome the breezy days of spring by opening their windows. Unfortunately, they also unknowingly put their pets
at risk—especially cats, who are apt to jump or fall through unscreened windows. Be sure to install snug and sturdy screens in all of
your windows.

Buckle Up!
While most dogs love to feel the wind on their furry faces, allowing them to ride in the beds of pick-up trucks or stick their heads out
of moving-car windows is dangerous. Flying debris and insects can cause inner ear or eye injuries and lung infections, and abrupt
stops or turns can cause major injury, or worse! Pets riding in cars should always be secured in a crate or wearing a seatbelt
harness designed especially for them.

Spring Cleaning
Spring cleaning is a time-honored tradition in many households, but be sure to keep all cleaners and chemicals out of your pets’
way! Almost all cleaning products, even all natural ones, contain chemicals that may be harmful to pets. The key to using them
safely is to read and follow label directions for proper use and storage. Please visit our Poisonous Household Products page for
more information.

Home Improvement 101
Products such as paints, mineral spirits and solvents can be toxic to your pets and cause severe irritation or chemical burns.
Carefully read all labels to see if the product is safe to use around your furry friends. Also, be cautious of physical hazards, including
nails, staples, insulation, blades and power tools. It may be wise to confine your dog or cat to a designated pet-friendly room during
home improvement projects.

Let Your Garden Grow—With Care
Pet parents, take care—fertilizers, insecticides and herbicides keep our plants and lawns healthy and green, but their ingredients
may be dangerous if your pet ingests them. Always store these products in out-of-the-way places and follow label instructions
carefully. Many popular springtime plants—including rhododendron and azaleas—are also highly toxic to pets and can prove fatal if
eaten. Check out our full list—of toxic and non-toxic plants for your home and garden.

Ah-Ah-Achoo!
Like us, pets can be allergic to foods, dust, plants and pollens. Allergic reactions in dogs and cats can cause itching, minor sniffling
and sneezing, or life-threatening anaphylactic shock to insect bites and stings. If you suspect your pet has a springtime allergy,
please visit your veterinarian as soon as possible.

Pesky Little Critters
April showers bring May flowers—and an onslaught of bugs! Make sure your pet is on year-round heartworm preventive medication,
as well as a flea and tick control program. Ask your doctor to recommend a plan designed specifically for your pet. Please visit our
Fleas and Ticks page for more information.

Out and About

6 Things You Didn’t (Or Maybe Do)

Know About the Dalmatian

Dalmatians won our hearts when Disney made a whole movie about them. But do you know where Dalmatians came from? Here
are six interesting facts you didn't know about this breed:

1. Their Origins Are Mysterious
No one knows exactly where the Dalmatian originated. This may be because Dalmatians have often traveled with Romani people,
who are historically nomadic. The Dalmatian takes his name from a place called Dalmatia, a province of Austria on the Eastern
shore of the coast of Venice. We know for sure that the breed had a stronghold there, though we cannot be positive that it was their
country of origin.

2. The Breed Is Very Old
Even though we don't know exactly where they came from, we do know Dalmatians have been around for a long time. Spotted dogs
have been found painted on the walls of Egyptian tombs, running alongside chariots.

3. They Have Served Many Different Purposes
In times of war, Dalmatians served as sentinels at the borders of Dalmatia and Croatia. They have also been herding, ratting, and
hunting dogs. The Dalmatian is also the only dog breed that was bred for “coaching,” which means running alongside a stagecoach
and clearing crowds out of the way, so the horses could pass through.

4. Fire Departments Used Them as Coach Dogs
Dalmatians are famous for being firehouse dogs. This is because Dalmatians used to serve as coaching dogs for horse-drawn fire
coaches. With the invention of fire trucks, the Dalmatians weren't really needed anymore. But many firehouses still keep Dalmatians
as mascots.

5. Dalmatian Puppies Have No Spots at Birth
If you've seen “One Hundred and One Dalmatians,” you may remember that Pongo and Perdita's 15 puppies are all white when
they're born. Like real Dalmatians, they only get their spots as they grow older.

6. Their Coats Are One-of-a-Kind
Just like no two people have the same fingerprints, no two Dalmatians have exactly the same pattern of spots. Someone should
have told Cruella de Vil that Dalmatians are not good coat material, because every section of the coat would have been different.

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Trainer Tips

“Jumping - When A Dog Is Too Excited To Sit”

Question:
My dog gets so excited when we return
home. We’ve tried making him sit before
petting him but we’re not seeing any
success. Help!

The Trainer Answers:
Whenever a dog has a behavior we don’t
like (such as jumping on us) we want to
make sure they are not getting what they
want (in this case our attention) by
performing the unwanted behavior. Ignoring
the unwanted behavior is only one step, but
many people stop there. We also need to
teach our dogs what TO DO in place of the
unwanted behavior. If we do not teach an
alternative behavior, we leave a void for the
dog to fill.

You have done the right thing by trying to
replace jumping with a sit. It’s always best
to choose a replacement behavior that is
incompatible with the unwanted behavior.
Your dog cannot jump and sit
simultaneously. In some cases, this can
take time to change. If your dog has been
reinforced with attention in the past or is still

reinforced some of the time for jumping, then it can be a challenge to end the behavior. Be very consistent about not rewarding the
jumping with ANY kind of attention – even saying “no” or “off” to try to stop the jumping.

The other piece to consider is whether sit is the best choice for your dog. While it’s what most dog trainers advise, it’s not the best
choice in every situation or for every dog. If your dog is over-the-top excited, and sitting calmly is next to impossible, consider a
more active alternative. He’s excited, so give him a more appropriate outlet for his enthusiasm.

Let me give you just one example of a possible alternative. My Greyhound Jahzara used to get very excited when I arrived home
and would jump on me. Sitting was not a good option for her since she was so excited and sitting was something she could do but
was not comfortable holding for long. Instead, I taught her to direct her enthusiasm in a different direction. She loved to chase as
well as to play with stuffed toys. So I taught her to chase a tossed stuffed toy and bring it back to me as soon as I walked in the door.
At first I had to have the toy with me or right at the door. Later, she learned to go pounce on a toy and bring it to me when I opened
the door.

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Why Do Dogs Lick You?

If, like me, you have wondered why do dogs lick you, then this
brief article will answer your question, along with other dog
related licking matters!

A lick of love?
Licking is instinctive to dogs. They would have been licked by
their mother and will see licking as normal behavior. We don’t
know the exact reason dogs like to lick their humans, but it
could easily be they are licking you to show you respect and
possibly affection.

Licking for Attention
Licking could also be a sign of your dog trying to get your
attention. In my house, licking is not uncommon around the
evening meal time. I’m in no doubt that licking at 1730 – 1800
hours is food related and the message my dogs are trying to
convey is FEED ME …. NOW! I am also confident the reason
they lick me in this instance is for attention.

What does it all mean?
No one actually knows for certain why dogs lick you, but we
do know that our skin will taste a bit salty to them and dogs
will no doubt like the savory taste on their tongue, so that
could be one element.

Dogs are pack animals and feel at their most comfortable
when they know their place in the pack. If your dog sees you
as their pack leader, it is possible they lick you to show
respect by grooming you, in the same way their mother would
have licked them as puppies.

In dog language, one dog licking another dog’s face is a mark
of respect and polite submission. The dog who is licking is saying they consider themselves to be subordinate in rank. If the dog
being licked then licks the subordinate back, it is a signal they respectfully accept the submission exhibited.

Dogs take their cue from us
Dogs learn very quickly. If we react when they lick us, they will see that as a sign to behave in the same way. A dog will not
understand that you don’t want them to lick you if you say no and push them away as that is still attention. If you do not want your
dog to kiss you, the best way to convey this message is to pointedly turn away. At the precise moment they stop trying to lick you,
reward them with a treat. If the message needs to go up a notch, then (stand up and) walk away from your dog. They will soon
associate this with undesirable behavior.
The overriding message to your dog is to deliberately ignore or walk away from poor or undesired behavior and reward your dog
when he displays desired behavior. Make sure the message is consistent, whatever the behavior, so that your dog doesn’t become
confused.

Kissy kissy
If you don’t mind your dog licking you and want to encourage the behavior, then show them you like the behavior by rewarding them
and maybe attach a cue word, such as ‘kisses’. Your dog will want to please you and in the same way we should not reward for
undesired behavior, clear signaling means we should let our dogs know (by praise or reward) when they have behaved in a desired
way.

Other considerations
There aren’t any documented incidences of humans catching anything nasty from dog ‘kisses’ but contrary to popular myth, a dog’s
mouth is not full of good bacteria. Just think of the things they lick or eat given half the chance!
Dogs can also suffer from compulsive behavior and licking is one way of this manifesting itself. Excessive licking could be a sign of
anxiety, so just take a moment to consider if there could be any underlying reason your dog’s licking seems excessive.
Animal Behaviorists could help if excessive licking is a problem and you are flummoxed as to the reason. I have sought the advice
of an Animal Behaviorist in the past, even though I am an experienced dog owner and am first in line to sing their praises – they can
often see things in dogs we can’t, so if you think you could do with the services of one, don’t hesitate to call one in.
